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Kill slow queries, enable 
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Backups in 
progress?

Consider an alternative 
backup method, such as 

LVM snapshots or 
replication
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Look for ways to reduce 
database load or 

database queries in 
general

Consider memcache, MySQL replication, 
additional hardware, reduce the number 
of queries and result set size, optimize 

table structures and joins

A DBA could provide a deeper analysis.
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
